The route is mostly downhill with a few short 10-15 krﬁ/
climbs and some spectacular views over the Bridge River Valley. This area boasts 6-10 miles
some of the best wildflowers in Canada, so have your cameras ready.

You will follow 25-40 kms of superb singletrack 5.8 hours ’
flanked by alpine lakes, clear running mountain streams and wildflowers. The rolling
trails through Spruce Lake Provincial Park will bring you down to an elevation of
2,200 feet. After gathering to share all of your "trail stories,” you'll return to the
resort for a well-earned dinner.

Day 3 It's time to climb! After two days of gravity fun, get ready to test your lungs and legs. Bl e
Starting with a truck shuttle up to 5,000 ft, our destination on this ride is High Pass 15-30 krﬁ/
at 7,500 ft. This high alpine route will lead you through some historic mining areas 9-18 miles

and colourful mineral rich mountains. Perhaps the intoxicating alpine views will be a
distraction from your churning pedal strokes. A short hike to gain the pass will have
the entire Bridge River Valley and spectacular flower-filled alpine meadows spread
out below you. This is a prime grizzly bear viewing site. Laid out below you is 4,000
ft of prime Chilcotin trail, leading you to the back door of Tyax Resort.

Day 3

Day one starts with a truck shuttle up Taylor Creek Road where you will unload and
start to climb 8kms up Taylor Basin along Taylor Creek. This part of the South
Chilcotins is especially breathtaking in the early summer. As you climb, you'll be
encouraged to stop and admire the vast mountain passes and valleys that lie below
— keep your eyes pealed for high alpine mountain goats. Once you reach the rustic
Taylor Cabin and stop for a shack, you will head out again (climbing with a short
section of pushing your bike for some) up to the top of the first epic pass, Windy
Pass. The views from this point will take your breath away! After lunch, you will ride
downhill through fast, winding singletrack leading to 7 kms more of smaller climbs
and descents right to Spruce Lake. All of your camping equipment and personal
items will be flown into Spruce Lake earlier in the day awaiting your arrival. After
setting up camp, take a canoe out onto the beautiful Spruce Lake and see if you
can catch (and release) one of it's infamous Rainbow Trout (please bring your own
fishing equipment), or recap the day’s ride over the camp’s fire. Top off the day with
a great night's sleep under the stars, dreaming of day tour of your Epic Passes
Tour.

Awake to the calls of resident Loons and a hearty breakfast enjoyed on the misty
shores of Spruce Lake. Today you'll discover more Epic Passes as you ride a loop
through the surrounding mountains. With an early start, you and your group will ride
up around Tyaughton Creek towards the towering Deer Pass that lies at an
elevation of 7,200 ft. Once you conquer this pass, you'll head down through several
valleys on one of the best and longest sections of tight singletrack. As you pass
each connecting valley, gaze upwards for a chance sighting of a grazing grizzly
bear. You'll connect with Gun Creek Trail making your way past Trigger Lake,
followed by Hummingbird Lake, finishing this 30 km loop back at your Spruce Lake
camp in time for a well-earned dinner.

After finishing another hearty breakfast, packing up camp and leaving your gear at
the dock for pick-up by Tyax Air, your group will depart on the final day of riding
along more than 25kms of rolling singletrack. The trails along the popular Gun
Greek Trail wind through the most spectacular meadows of wildflowers and ever-
changing landscapes all the way back to Tyax Resort. Your group can either ride
back to the resort or a truck shuttle will be provided.

Day1l After meeting in Whistler, we shuttle north for two hours to Tyax Resort, located on Distance:
the shores of Tyaughton Lake in the Southern Chilcotin Mountains. We'll unload our 10-15 km /
bikes and head out for some of the best local singletrack near the resort. The route is 6-10 miles
mostly downhill with a few short climbs and some spectacular views over the Bridge
River Valley. This area boasts some of the best wildflowers in the Canadian Rockies, Length of Ride:
so have your cameras ready. These tight trails with their fast and sandy descents are 3-4 hours
sure to test your bike handling skills. By the time we finish, we will have lost about
3,000 vertical feet. At the end of our trail, we will have a short drive back to the resort
for the evening.

Day2  You'll be bragging to your friend’s back home about today’s ride! This tour departs by Distance:
floatplane from the resort, and flies you into Spruce or Warner Lake (depending on 40+ km /
group’s ability and weather conditions). The early morning light is likely to enhance 25+ miles
the intense beauty of the mountains. You will follow 25-40 kms of superb singletrack
flanked by alpine lakes, clear running mountain streams and wildflowers. The rolling Length of Ride:
trails through Spruce Lake Provincial Park will bring you down to an elevation of 5-9 hours
2,200 feet. After gathering to share all of your "trail stories," you'll return to the resort
for a well-earned dinner.

Day 3 It's time to climb! After two days of gravity fun, get ready to test those lungs and legs. Distance:
Starting at 5,000 ft, our destination is High Pass at 7,500 ft. This high alpine route will 15-30 km /
lead us through some historic mining areas. Gold fever struck this mountain region in 9-18 miles
1858 and eventually the famed Pioneer and Bralorne mines began production. These
two mines remained open until the late 1960s and were the most productive gold Length of Ride:
mines in the history of British Colombia. Perhaps the intoxicating alpine views will be 5-8 hours
a distraction from your churning pedal strokes. And, we may be lucky enough to see
(from a distance!) a grizzly bear grazing in the meadow as we descend down to
3,300 ft. Our shuttle after the ride will bring us back to Whistler, where we will finish
out the final two days of our adventure.

Day 4 After waking up in Whistler, we'll suit up in our body armour, full-face helmets and head over to the world
famous Whistler Blackcomb Mountain Bike Park. We will be instructed by one of Whistler's finest and even
have the option of trying out a long travel downhill bike. The best part of the bike park is there are rides for
all skill levels and a natural progression that makes it fun and rewarding. Two high-speed quad chairlifts
serve up enough riding to work new muscles and accelerate your riding skills to a new level. It's so fun and
addictive you may want to do it all again the next day (which is an option), but you will always remember
your first day in the bike park. Staying right in Whistler Village gives us too many dining and nightlife
options to mention. As Whistler prepares for the 2010 Winter Olympics there are new shops and boutiques
popping up every year, so be sure to bring some spending money for souvenirs.

Day5 Depending on how tired we are, we can return to the bike park and hit some of the 100 kms of expertly

designed trails, or head out on a cross-country ride. Even though Whistler is more famous for the bike park,
locals have been building and riding World Class singletrack in this area for more than 25 years. Famous
trails such as "A River Runs Through It" and "Kill Me Thrill Me" are accessible right from our hotel, as are a
host of others. Either way, you will finish your day with a final celebratory dinner before packing up for
tomorrow's departures.
